(4) Building height shall be measured as the vertical distance from the average final grade to the high
point of the coping of a flat roof, or to the deck line of a mansaot] or to the average height of the highest
gable of a pitch or hip roof, subject to the following:

(a) Calculation of the average final grade shall be made by drawing the smallest rectangle
possible that encompasses the entire building area as sinégure 30.23.050(1) and averaging the elevations
at the midpoint of each side of the rectangle; and

(b) Where fill or regrading is proposed at the perimeter of the property that will raise the
elevation of a structure above existing grade and wheediing units are present within 50 feet of the project
boundary on any adjoining properties, the average final grade for measuring height of dwellings adjacent to
those properties shall not exceed by more than 10 feet the average existing gradesafdhtharadjoining
property within 50 feet of the abutting lot lines, not to include roads, or public or privateafghits/. (Figure
