The Snohomish County Council recognized five Olympic athletes from the
area at its meeting on Wednesday. The council passed a resolution honoring the
efforts of Brett McClure of Mill Creek, Camano Island resident Greg Ruckman,
Marysville native Jarred Rome, Sarah Jones, who grew up in Stanwood, and
Yung Chi Chen of Taiwan who plays for the Everett Aqua Sox.

Council member Dave Gossett, who requested the resolution in support of
the athletes and their families, said, “These athletes embody sportsmanship and
the spirit of competition that is part of the Olympics.
