There are separate applications for Emergency Shelter Grant projects, public facility projects and shelter/housing operating and maintenance projects. Review and Decision-Making Process:

Step 1
Staff Review and Assessment.  OCHS staff will perform a technical review of the applications received and prepare a technical summary and analysis for the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC).  The technical summary and analysis will include reporting on past performance for applicants that have received previous years funding.  Staff assessments or funding recommendations may be made available to TAC members upon request.

Step 2
Review by Technical Advisory Committee.  The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) has twenty nine members: one representative appointed by each city or town in the Snohomish County Urban County Consortium, one representative of the Housing Authority of Snohomish County, two representatives of Snohomish County, and eight citizens (representing seniors, minorities, disabled, and low-income persons).

The TAC members will receive a copy of the project applications and technical summaries and analyses for review.  Project sponsors will have an opportunity to make brief presentations to the TAC.  Presentations are usually limited to five minutes with an additional five minutes available to answer questions from the TAC.  The TAC prioritizes the projects and makes recommendations regarding funding amounts. Projects that received tied scores will be evaluated a second time in comparison with each other to determine prioritization for funding. The prioritized list and recommendations for funding are forwarded to the Policy Advisory Board.  The TAC Committee is tentatively scheduled to meet in early February 2012 for Program Year 2012 and 2013 funds.

Step 3
Review by Policy Advisory Board.  The Snohomish County Community Development Policy Advisory Board (PAB) has nine members that include three County Council members, a representative of the County Executive’s office, four mayors or city/town council members, and a chairperson selected from the community by the other eight board members.  The PAB will meet to discuss the TAC recommendations and finalize a prioritized list of recommended funded proposals for presentation to the County Council.  The PAB is tentatively scheduled to meet in early March 2012 for Program Year 2012 applications and February 2013 for Program Year 2013 applications.

Step 4
Final decision by Snohomish County Council.  The Snohomish County Council makes the final funding awards.  The tentative date for Council funding decisions is May 2012 for Program Year 2012 awards and May 2013 for Program Year 2013 awards.

OVERVIEW OF CDBG PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS

1. CDBG National Objective.  CDBG Public Service projects must principally benefit low- and moderate-income persons.  Determination is based on limited clientele or area benefit activity.

Low- and moderate-income is defined as having an income equal to or less than 80 percent of the area median income, adjusted for household size.  The specific household income limits are based on U.S. Census Bureau estimates, updated and issued by HUD annually (http://www.huduser.org/portal/datasets/il/il11/index.html).

Limited Clientele activity.  This is the category most often used for public service activities.  Limited clientele activities are activities limited to a specific group of persons.  At least 51% of those served must be low- and moderate-income persons.  Services qualifying under this category serve a specific clientele, rather than providing service to all persons in a geographic area.  Limited clientele activities may qualify as either a presumed benefit activity or a direct benefit activity.  A presumed benefit activity is one that exclusively serves a specific group of people that HUD categorically considers to be low- and moderate-income persons.  These categories include: abused children, battered spouses, elderly persons, homeless persons, illiterate adults, persons living with AIDS, migrant farm workers, and severely disabled adults as defined by the Bureau of Census (see Appendix B for the definition of severe disability).  The project sponsor must document that the activity is designed to be used exclusively by a category of persons presumed by HUD to be low- and moderate-income.
If the clientele served does not fall under one of the presumed benefit category of persons, it may qualify as a direct benefit activity which serves low- and moderate-income persons.  The project sponsor must verify and maintain documentation regarding the family size and income of each person served.  At least 51 percent of the clientele served must be low- and moderate-income persons or the activity funded must be limited exclusively to low- and moderate-income persons.  The nature and location of the activity may also support a conclusion that primarily low- and moderate-income persons are served.  To qualify under this definition, the service provided must be both of such nature and in such location that it may reasonably be concluded that the activity’s clientele will primarily be low- and moderate-income persons.  Please contact OCHS staff for technical assistance (see p.7, above).

Area Benefit activity.  Area benefit activities are activities that benefit all residents in a particular area where the residents are primarily low- and moderate-income.  The area served must be primarily residential in nature and the activity must be designed to meet the identified needs of low- and moderate-income persons.  The claimed boundaries of the service area must encompass the entire service area for the activity, must be specifically delineated in the application, and the basis for determining the boundaries must be substantiated.  If the service area coincides with one or more U.S. Census Block Groups or Census Tracts, the most recent available decennial census data (2000) may be used to address the low- and moderate-income requirement.  Otherwise, a current OCHS-approved survey of all households in the service area must be performed.  As a general rule, at least 51% of residents in the service area must be low- and moderate-income persons.  HUD has determined that Snohomish County qualifies under the exception criterion which states that some projects may be eligible if at least 46.6% of the residents of the service area are low- and moderate-income persons.  Note that the exception criterion is limited to area benefit activities only and may not be applicable if a survey is used.  Census Block Group and Census Tract maps can be located online at
http://www.census.gov/geo/www/maps/CP_MapProducts.htm.  Please contact OCHS staff for technical assistance (see p.7, above).
2. Service Area:  Snohomish County CDBG funds must be used to serve persons residing in areas participating in the Snohomish County Urban County Consortium (Consortium).  The Consortium includes the unincorporated areas of the County and all the cities and towns within Snohomish County except the City of Bothell, the City of Everett and the City of Marysville.  Project sponsors must maintain documentation of the place of residence of persons served.  Projects may serve persons in other communities if other funds are used.

3. Eligible Activities:  Public service activities which are directed toward improvement of the quantity and quality of community services principally benefiting persons of low- and moderate-income are eligible for funding.  These activities include, but are not limited to, services concerned with employment, crime prevention, child care, health, substance abuse counseling and treatment, education, fair housing counseling, energy conservation, welfare (excluding income payments) and recreational needs.  Emergency grant payments for food, clothing, and shelter (rent, mortgage, utilities) needs are eligible activities as long as the payments do not exceed three months and the payments are made directly to the provider of such services on behalf of an individual or family.

The services funded must be either a new service or a quantifiable increase in the level of service above that which was provided by or on behalf of the unit of the general local government through funds raised by such unit, or received by such unit from the State in which it is located during the 12 months prior to submission of the grantee’s applicable Action Plan to HUD for use of these funds (estimated submission May 2012 for Program Year 2012 funds).  Projects must demonstrate that the CDBG funding applied for does not merely replace other state or local government funding for an existing service.  Services that were originally funded as a new or increased level of service are eligible for continued funding.

Eligible costs include labor, materials, supplies, some operating and maintenance costs for the portion of the facility in which the public service is located, and equipment necessary for the provision of the public service.

Ineligible costs include income payments, assistance for buildings used for the general conduct of government, general local government expenses, political activities, and the purchase of equipment except equipment that constitutes all or part of a public service.  Income payments are payments made to an individual or family to provide basic levels of food, shelter, or clothing but do not include emergency grant payments referenced above under eligible activities.

4. Consolidated Plan Consistency:  All projects must be consistent with the Snohomish County Housing and Community Development Consolidated Plan.  See Appendix C for a listing of strategies and objectives in the current 2010-14 Consolidated Plan applicable to CDBG Public Service Activities. 
5. Continuum of Care Consistency and Participation:  All projects serving homeless persons must address a recommendation in the Snohomish County 10-Year Plan to End Homelessness or a goal in the Snohomish County Homeless Policy Task Force (HPTF) Continuum of Care Action Plan (see Appendix D). In addition, agencies receiving CDBG Public Service funds to provide services to homeless persons are required to participate in the HPTF.  If your agency is not currently participating in the HPTF, please contact Jackie Anderson for information on HPTF meeting dates (425-388-3237; jackiem.anderson@co.snohomish.wa.us).

6. Participation in HMIS:  Projects receiving CDBG Public Service funds for programs that primarily serve homeless persons must participate in the Snohomish County Homeless Management Information System (HMIS) administered by the Snohomish County Human Services Department. Only projects serving primarily victims of domestic violence can be exempted from this requirement. HMIS is an electronic database that collects data on homeless persons who receive housing and services in the community and persons who receive homeless prevention and intervention services.  Participation includes technical set up, staff training, implementation, ongoing client data entry and other requirements as set forth in the Snohomish County HMIS Policy and Procedures Manual.

7. Faith-Based Organizations.

a.
Organizations that are religious or faith-based are eligible, on the same basis as any other organization, to participate in the CDBG program.

b.
Organizations may not engage in inherently religious activities, such as worship, religious instruction, or proselytization, as a part of the programs or services funded with CDBG funds.  If the organization conducts such activities, the activities must be offered separately, in time or location, from the programs or services funded with CDBG funds, and participation must be voluntary for the beneficiaries of the CDBG-funded programs or services.  Faith-based organizations may use space in their facilities to provide CDBG-funded services without removing religious art, icons, scriptures or other religious symbols.

c.
An organization that participates in the CDBG program shall not, in providing program assistance, discriminate against a program beneficiary or prospective program beneficiary on the basis of religion or religious belief.

d.
A religious organization’s exemption from the federal prohibition on employment discrimination on the basis of religion, set forth in section 702(a) of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 is not forfeited when the organization participates in the CDBG program.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, non-discrimination requirements imposed by statute on all CDBG grantees shall apply to religious and faith-based organizations.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS

Non-Discrimination and Equal Opportunity.  Agencies receiving funding are required to comply with various federal, state and local laws that provide equal opportunity and prohibit discrimination against persons on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age or disability.  Discrimination is prohibited in the provision of services, in access to the services and to the facilities where the services are provided, and in all other aspects of administering a CDBG project such as employment and procurement.

Fiscal Management:  Agencies receiving funding are required to comply with federal uniform administrative requirements regarding fiscal management including financial reporting, record keeping, accounting systems, payment procedures, procurement of goods and services, conflict of interest, and audit requirements.  Non-profit organizations must administer programs in compliance with 24 CFR Part 84 and OMB Circulars A-110 (2 CFR Part 215), A-122 (2 CFR Part 230) and A-133.  Public agencies must administer programs in compliance with 24 CFR Part 85 and OMB Circulars A-87 (2 CFR Part 225), A-102 and A-133.

Insurance Requirements.  Agencies receiving funding are required to provide proof of general liability insurance coverage which identifies Snohomish County as an additional insured.  If services provided under the contract are provided by a licensed professional, then professional liability insurance will also be required.  In addition, if driving is within the scope of services provided under the contract, then automobile insurance will also be required.  Minimum insurance coverage limits are set by the County.  Worker’s Compensation Insurance is also required.

Reporting Requirements:  Agencies receiving funding are required to submit quarterly and annual progress reports and budget reports.  Required data to be reported includes: unduplicated number of clients served, demographic data on clients served (income level, race, ethnicity, disability, single head of household), outputs (units of service provided), progress towards meeting outcomes, amount of funding leveraged from other federal, state/local, private or other funding sources, and additional information indicating compliance with other grant and contract requirements.

HUD CPD Performance Measurement System:  As of October 1, 2006, Federal regulations require agencies receiving CDBG funding for projects to report annually under a new performance measurement system in order to measure the impact of federally funded programs.  The system provides three possible objectives (purpose of the activity) and three possible outcomes (anticipated effect or change in participants or communities) which may be used to measure program performance which are based on the statutory purposes of the grant program.  Although more than one objective and outcome may apply to a single activity, only one objective and outcome may be selected per activity.  As required, Snohomish County has implemented this system and has identified an objective and outcome for projects falling under each of the Consolidated Plan objectives related to public services that best reflects the purpose in funding the projects. Other requirements:  Agencies receiving funding must comply with all other requirements set forth in 24 CFR 570 and in grant contracts.  Federal regulations are available online at www.access.gop.gov/nara/index.html and OMB circulars are available online at www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/index.html.

3) are prevented from working at a job or doing housework;

4) have a selected condition including autism, cerebral palsy, Alzheimer’s disease, senility or dementia or mental retardation; or

5) are under 65 years of age and are covered by Medicare or receive Supplemental Security Income (SSI).

· Objective SPO-1:  Provide in-home services such as chore services, monitoring, case management, and service coordination and out-of-home services such as respite day care for 550 elderly and/or frail elderly persons each year for the next five years for a total of 2,750 persons served.

HUD Objective/Outcome: Suitable Living Environment -- Affordability

PRIORITY:  Public Service Programs

Strategy CD-5:  In order to make suitable living environments more available, accessible, and affordable and decent housing more available and accessible, support service programs that effectively provide for the basic living, health, safety and well-being needs of low-and moderate-income persons, homeless persons, and persons with special needs in Snohomish County, prioritized at the municipal and community levels, that address the most urgent needs of those groups.

· Objective HO-7: Continue to support programs that provide assistance to prevent households at risk from becoming homeless, especially those at imminent risk of homelessness.

Provide support for the operations and development of transitional and permanent rental units, rent subsidies, and service programs for persons with special needs, including: elderly persons, frail elderly persons, persons with chronic mental illness, persons with developmental disabilities, persons with physical disabilities, persons in recovery from substance abuse, persons living with HIV/AIDS and victims of domestic violence.

· Objective HO-10: Provide support to service programs necessary for people with special needs to live independently.

APPENDIX E
Documentation of Homelessness

The following is a chart which sets forth HUD-recommended documentation of homelessness for persons served.  The degree of documentation of homelessness depends on the type of short- or long-term shelter provided.

Short-Term Emergency Shelter/Emergency Services

	Situation
	Documentation

	Persons living on the street
	Projects may provide short-term shelter or services – such as outreach, food, health care, and clothing – to persons who reside on the streets or who are otherwise homeless.  In these cases, it is not feasible to require documentation for each persons obtaining such services offered by the project.  It is sufficient for the grant recipient staff to confirm that the persons served, indeed, reside on the street or are otherwise homeless.


Long-Term Emergency Shelter/Transitional Housing

	Situation
	Documentation

	Persons living on the street or in short-term emergency shelter.
	Information should be obtained to indicate that the participant is living on the street or in short-term emergency shelter.  This may include names of organizations or outreach workers who have assisted them in the past, whether the client receives any general assistance checks and where the checks are delivered, or any other information regarding the participant’s activities in the recent past that might provide documentation.  If unable to verify that the person is living on the street or in short-term emergency shelter, the participant or the staff persons may prepare a short written statement about the participant’s previous living place. The participant should sign the statement and date it.

	Persons coming from transitional housing for homeless persons.
	Obtain written verification from the transitional housing staff that the participant has been residing at the transitional housing facility.  The verification should be signed and dated by the referring agency personnel. Also, obtain written verification that the participant was living on the streets or in an emergency shelter prior to living in the transitional housing facility (see above for required documentation for emergency shelter), or was discharged from an institution or evicted from a private dwelling prior to living in the transitional housing and would have been homeless if not for the transitional housing (see below for required documentation for eviction from a private dwelling).


	Situation
	Documentation

	Persons being evicted from a private dwelling.
	Obtain evidence of formal eviction notice indicating that the participant was being evicted within a week before receiving homeless assistance. Also obtain information on the participant’s income and efforts made to obtain housing and why, without the homeless assistance, the participant would be living on the street or in an emergency shelter.

If the participant’s family is evicting, a statement describing the reason for evicting must be signed by the family member and dated.  In other cases, where there is no formal eviction process, persons are considered evicted when they are forced out of the dwelling unit by circumstances beyond their control.  The grant recipient must make efforts to confirm that these circumstances are true and have written verification describing the efforts and attesting to their validity.  The verification should be signed and dated.

	Persons from a short-term stay in an institution (up to 30 consecutive days) who previously resided on the street or in an emergency shelter.
	Obtain written verification from the institution’s staff that the participant has been residing in the institution for less than 31 days and information on previous living situation.  See above for guidance.

	Persons being discharged from a longer stay in an institution.
	Obtain evidence from the institution’s staff that the participant was being discharged with in the week before receiving homeless assistance.  Obtain information on the income of the participant, what efforts were made to obtain housing and why, without the homeless assistance, the participant would be living on the street or in an emergency shelter.

	Persons fleeing domestic violence.
	Obtain written verification from the participant that he/she is fleeing a domestic violence situation.  If a participant is unable to prepare verification, the grant recipient may prepare a written statement about the participant’s previous living situation for the participant to sign and date.
