The Surface Water Management Division (SWM) offers WHEELS TO WATER GRANT FUNDS to help teachers cover transportation costs. Each successful applicant will receive up to $300 for bus “rental”. Approximately six trips will be funded each quarter.
Classroom Teachers who meet ALL the following criteria are invited to apply:

· Your field trip must be taken during the 2011-12 school year.
· Your school must be located within Snohomish County 
(within a city or in unincorporated Snohomish County)
· At least 25% of the participating students must live in unincorporated Snohomish County.

· Your class/group must travel to at least one site located within Snohomish County (within a city or in unincorporated Snohomish County) AND 
at least half of the total field trip time must be spent in Snohomish County. 
· In the past 5 years the applicant/teacher must have attended at least one of the following SWM-hosted workshops:

· Salmon In Your Backyard Workshop (held each September)
· Climate Change & Cool Schools Challenge Workshop (held each Jan or Feb)
· The Wonder of Wetlands Workshop (held each March)
· The Planning of Wetlands Workshop (held each March)
· Inquiry Science & Stream Restoration Workshop (held each June)
· Project WET & Aquatic Wild Workshop (held each August)
· Each applicant/teacher who has attended a SWM-hosted workshop may invite along one or two teachers who has not attended a SWM-hosted workshop. (example: a group of 3 teachers must have at least 1 eligible teacher. A group of 4 teachers must have at least 2 eligible teachers)

· Applicants must be the regular classroom teacher of the participating students. 

· During the Field Trip:

· You/your school must provide parent/adult chaperones at a ratio of at least 
1 adult to 6 students.

· Post Field Trip:
· Each participating classroom teacher must provide representative samples of student work that demonstrates what students learned as a result of the field trip and how the field experience was integrated with classroom work. Student work may be in one or more of the following formats: written work, art, video of a play/skit, webpage or other media.

Surface Water Management will provide:

· One Snohomish County Watershed Education staff member on the day of the field trip to interpret and help students and parents make connections between the classroom materials and the field trip.
· SWM will pay actual costs up to $300, but no more than your estimated amount plus 10%.

· OPTIONAL: We suggest teachers request a Snohomish County Water Lesson as an introduction or wrap-up to the field experience. If at least 25% of your students live in unincorporated Snohomish County, Water Lessons are free and can be requested using our online request form. 3/ = It is to your advantage to do a thorough, thoughtful estimate of transportation costs. If you underestimate costs (you say the transportation will only be $50, but actual costs are $135) SWM will only be able to pay your original estimate of $50 plus 10% ($5) or a total of only $55. However, if you greatly overestimate your costs the reviewers may suspect you have not done your homework and may not award full points in this section (as a teacher, you know you can spot the difference between a project that was done with great care and attention to detail vs. one that was desperately tossed together the night before ()
